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Bernard E. Brown (Ph.D., Columbia) is Professor Emeritus of Political Science at the City 
University of New York (Graduate School). He previously taught at Vanderbilt University and 
SUNY-Buffalo, and has served as visiting professor at the Universities of Rennes (France), McGill 
(Canada), Delhi (India), Dakar (Senegal), and Saigon (Vietnam). He is author, coauthor, or editor of 
over a dozen books on comparative politics, French politics, and political theory, including:
